Course Description:
This is an introductory course intended to provide classroom instructors the opportunity to (1)learn about, (2)create and (3)practice technologies that encourage student and parent participation in the classroom, with the end goal of increased academic progress.  Teachers will learn about, download and utilize podcasting software for digitally recording classroom instructions and assisting with IEPs.  The purpose of the course is to give teachers the tools to incorporate these techniques into their classroom.  To ensure lasting impact participants will devise an action plan for incorporating the strategies into their own classroom
